WRS’ vision is to assist homeless women at Grace Manor and homeless men at Turnaround into a change of lifestyle. Clients are involved in a structured program, which includes self-help groups, education, vocational training, 12 step meetings, and recreational, social and spiritual activities - up to 2 years’ stay. 
Supports people to gain skills and provides opportunities for people to live as independently as possible in the community. The group homes follow the model of shared accommodation where the people living in the house pay rent and work together with staff support, to make decisions about how the household will run
